Grass clippings are welcome, however, be sure to dump them in 

the appropriate space; DO NOT leave trash bags at the dump site. For 

more information, please contact Town Hall.

Community Service Updates

Coming late this fall, the Town of Kersey has partnered with the Northeastern 

Colorado Association of Local Governments, operators of County Express 

Transportation Service in Northern Colorado to place a bus stop servicing 

communities along the I-76 and Highway 34 corridor here in Kersey. Funding is being 

provided by a grant from CDOT (Colorado Department of Transportation) and the 

Colorado FASTER funding program to install a permanent bus stop in the future. 

The bus service will include a daily stop in Kersey located at Centennial Park on 

Monday, Wednesday and Friday mornings around 8:10am. From the Kersey stop, the 

bus will head into Greeley making a stop at the UCHealth Greeley hospital, then 

NCMC Greeley hospital and finally the GET (Greeley/Evans Transit) terminal. The bus 

will reverse the return order to Kersey around 3:30pm each of those same days. 

Tentative fees for the bus service will be $3.00 round trip to and from Kersey-

Greeley; and $17.00 from Kersey to Sterling in the PM (will not return until the 

following scheduled day). The bus stop here in Kersey at Centennial Park will include 

an ADA accessible bus and loading zone.

Construction of the Centennial Trail has completed Phase 1 to include the 

installation of the walking bridge over the Latham Ditch, along with a 10’ 

foot walking trail from the bridge headed north to the Latham Rd. Phase 2 

of the project will include the construction of a 10’ walking path from the 

bridge headed west along Centennial Drive connecting with 1st St. (CR 53) 

at the west entrance of the Elder Subdivision. Construction on Phase 2 

should begin early this fall.

Nomination information will be available in January with elections 

being held April. More information will come out later this year.

The Town has been awarded a grant through FEMA (Federal Emergency Management Agency) to 

conduct a thorough master plan involving our storm water drainage system. This grant and 

project will take place later this year and extend into 2022. The goal is to create a plan that will 

give the Town a roadmap for replacing and renovating storm water drainage in the future. As 

part of the process the Town conducted a request for proposals process and selected CivilWorx 

Engineering out of Fort Collins to conduct the study.
